Guide to successfully compile the Excel projects.
 
The projects contain relative paths. Both the files in the project as the path for include directories are relative so you can place the file everywhere as long the directory structure stays the same.
 
Important directories:
.\Projects                                            : The directory with the Excel projects
.\Utilities                                             : The directory with utility classes in various subdirectories
.\Utilities\Excel                                 : Utility classes for communication with Excel
.\Utilities\VectorsAndMatrices  : Vector and Matrix template classes
 
Some other subdirectories in “.\Utilities” are also used.
 
To sucessfully compiler there is possibly one thing that must be changed in your project and that is the “.\Utilities\Excel\ExcelImports.h” file. This file contains the imports of the Excel typelib’s. These path of these imports is depending on your Office (language) version and Office installation directory.
By default it is the import for the English version of Office 2007 installed in the default installation directory. If you have another version or installation path, you should change the paths so it finds the correct files on your system.
 
The Excel projects also have an .xls file that is run when you start the project in debug mode. To to this the .xls file is passed to Excel. Depending on your Office installation directory you might need to change the path to Excel.exe in the project’s Debugging settings:
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
